
Graphing Project- Chapter 9 
 
Step 1 -  Decide what data to collect. Examples below.  
 
Step 2 – Collect Data.  Must have a minimum of 20 data pieces, but try to 
               keep it under 40.  At least half of the data must be numbers over 10. 
     Data must be numbers between 0 and 100, using no fractions or decimals. 
 
Step 3 – Put Data together.  Project must include the following. 
 1.  Data List, numbered, labeled and in order from least to greatest (3pt.)Due Jan. 21st 

2. Mean- show grand total / number of data pieces (3pt.)    
3. Median  (1pt.)      Extra Credit: Turn project 
4. Mode  (1pt.)     in by Friday, February 20th  (3pt.) 
5. Range  (show high – low) (2pt.)    <Range must be 20 or greater> 
6. Frequency Table, list scale and interval (3pt.)      
7. Line Plot, list scale and interval  (3pt.) 
8. Stem & Leaf Plot, label with key (4pt.)   
9. Box and Whisker Plot / 5 number summary labeled, list IQR, and outliers(8pts.) 
10. Histogram- Label x axis, y axis, Title, correct interval & scale (6pt.) 
11.  Circle Graph- Title, use same intervals as histogram, label with %-show all math 

work(fraction decimal(%) degree)--by hand 6pt., computer created 3pt. 
12.  Paragraph: (5 pt.) Summary/best graph/central tendency
